
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

RIGHTS ISSUE OF EQUITY SHARES BY SURAJ INDUSTRIES LIMITED 

Set out below are the frequently asked questions (“FAQs”) to guide investors in gaining familiarity with the 

application process for subscribing to the rights issue of partly paid equity shares (“Issue” or “Rights Issue”) 

of SURAJ INDUSTRIES LIMITED (“Company”) in terms of the letter of offer dated July 04, 2024 (“Letter of 

Offer”), submitted to the Securities and Exchange Board of India (“SEBI”) and filed with the BSE Limited 

(“BSE”). These FAQs are not exhaustive, nor do they purport to contain a summary of all the disclosures in the 

Letter of Offer or the entire application process in the Issue or all details relevant to prospective investors 

(“Investors”). Further, these FAQs should be read in conjunction with, and are qualified in their entirety by, 

more detailed information appearing in the Letter of Offer, including the sections “Notice to Investors”, “Risk 

Factors” and “Terms of the Issue” on pages 11, 21 and 136 respectively, of the Letter of Offer. Readers are 

advised to refer to the Letter of Offer which is available on the website of the Registrar (www.beetalfinancial.com) 

Company (www.surajindustries.org) SEBI (www.sebi.gov.in) and Stock Exchange i.e., BSE Limited 

(www.bseindia.com). Unless otherwise defined herein, all capitalised terms shall have such meaning as ascribed

3. What is the amount to be paid at the time of submitting the Application Form?

5. Will the Rights Equity Shares trade along with the currently listed Equity Shares of the Company?  

 

Rights Equity Shares are partly paid-up shares and will be allocated a separate ISIN INE170U20011. 

The Rights Equity Shares will not trade along with our currently listed Equity Shares and will trade 

separately. On payment of the Call Money in respect of the Rights Equity Shares, such Rights Equity 

Shares would be fully paid up and merged with the existing ISIN of our Equity Shares. 

 

6. What are Rights Entitlements?  

 

Eligible Equity Shareholders whose names appear as beneficial owners as per the list to be furnished by 

the Depositories in respect of our Equity Shares held in dematerialised form and on the register of 

members of our Company in respect of our Equity Shares held in physical form at the close of business 

hours on the Record Date (i.e. Wednesday, July 10, 2024) are entitled to the number of Rights 

Entitlements as set out in their respective Rights Entitlement Letter.  

 

The Registrar has sent the Rights Entitlement Letter along with the Abridged Letter of Offer, Application 

Form, and email disclaimer to all Eligible Equity Shareholders, through email or physical dispatch, which 

contain details of their Rights Entitlements based on the shareholding as on the Record Date.  

 

Further, the Eligible Equity Shareholders can also obtain the details of their Rights Entitlements from the 

website of the Registrar (https://rights.kfintech.com) by entering their DP ID, Client ID / Folio No. and 

PAN. 

 

7. What is the Rights Entitlement Ratio?  

The Rights Equity Shares are being offered on a rights basis to the existing Eligible Equity Shareholders 

of our Company in the ratio of 7(seven) Rights Equity Shares for every 30(Thirty) Equity Share(s) held 

by an Eligible Equity Shareholders on the Record Date i.e., Wednesday, July 10, 2024. 

 



8. How can an Eligible Equity Shareholder access the details of his respective Rights Entitlement?  

 

Rights Entitlements shall be credited to the respective demat accounts of Eligible Equity Shareholders 

before the Issue Opening Date only in dematerialised form. Eligible Equity Shareholders can also obtain 

the details of their respective Rights Entitlements from the website of the Registrar, i.e., 

www.beetalfinancial.com by entering their DP ID, Client ID or Folio Number (in case of Eligible Equity 

Shareholders holding Equity Shares in physical form as on the Record Date, i.e., Wednesday, July 10, 

2024) and PAN. 

 

9. How are Rights Entitlements Issued?  

 

Rights Entitlements are issued in dematerialised form under a separate ISIN i.e. INE170U20011. 

 

10. What happens to Rights Entitlements which are neither subscribed nor renounced on or before the 

Issue Closing Date?  

 

Rights Entitlements which are neither renounced nor subscribed by the Investors on or before the Issue 

Closing Date (i.e., Monday, August 05, 2024) shall lapse and shall be extinguished after the Issue Closing 

Date. 

 

11. How will the Basis of Allotment be decided?  

 

Subject to the provisions contained in the Letter of Offer, the Abridged Letter of Offer, the Rights 

Entitlement Letter, the Application Form, the Articles of Association, and the approval of the Designated 

Stock Exchange, our Board will proceed to Allot the Equity Shares in the following order of priority: 

 

a) Full Allotment to those Eligible Equity Shareholders who have applied for their Rights 

Entitlements of Equity Shares either in full or in part and also to the Renouncee(s) who has or 

have applied for Equity Shares renounced in their favour, in full or in part, as adjusted for 

fractional entitlement  

 

b) As per SEBI Rights Issue Circulars, the fractional entitlements are to be ignored, therefore those 

Equity Shareholders holding less than 30 (Thirty) Equity Shares would be entitled to ‘Zero’ 

Rights Equity Shares under this Issue, Application Form with ‘Zero’ entitlement will be send 

to such shareholders. Such Eligible Equity Shareholders are entitled to apply for Additional 

Rights Equity Shares and would be given preference in the allotment of 1 (One) Rights Equity 

Share if, such Equity Shareholders have applied for the Additional Rights Equity Shares, subject 

to availability of Rights Equity shares post allocation towards Rights Entitlement applied for. 

Allotment under this head shall be considered if there are any un- subscribed Equity Shares after 

Allotment under (a) above. If the number of Rights Equity Shares required for Allotment under 

this head is more than number of Rights Equity Shares available after Allotment under (a) 

above, the Allotment would be made on a fair and equitable basis in consultation with the 

Designated Stock Exchange..  

 

c) Allotment to the Eligible Equity Shareholders who having applied for all the Rights Equity 

Shares offered to them as part of this Issue, have also applied for Additional Rights Equity 

Shares. The Allotment of such Additional Rights Equity Shares will be made as far as possible 

on an equitable basis having due regard to the number of Equity Shares held by them on the 

Record Date, provided there are any unsubscribed Rights Equity Shares after making full 

Allotment in (a) and (b) above. The Allotment of such Rights Equity Shares will be at the sole 

discretion of our Board in consultation with the Designated Stock Exchange, as a part of this 

Issue and will not be a preferential allotment.  

 

d) Allotment to Renouncees who having applied for all the Rights Equity Shares renounced in their 

favour, have applied for Additional Equity Shares provided there is surplus available after 

making full Allotment under (a), (b), and (c) above. The Allotment of such Rights Equity Shares 

will be made on a proportionate basis in consultation with the Designated Stock Exchange, as a 

part of this Issue and will not be a preferential allotment.  
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e) Allotment to any other person, subject to applicable laws, that our Board may deem fit, provided 

there is surplus available after making Allotment under (a), (b), (c) and (d) above, and the 

decision of our Board in this regard shall be final and binding.  

 

f) After taking into account Allotment to be made under (a) to (e) above, if there is any 

unsubscribed portion, the same shall be deemed to be ‘unsubscribed’ for the purpose of 

Regulation 3(1)(b) of the SEBI Takeover Regulations. 

 

After taking into account Allotment to be made under (a) to (d) above, if there is any unsubscribed 

portion, the same shall be deemed to be ‘unsubscribed’. 

 

12. How can an Eligible Equity Shareholder access the details of his respective Rights Entitlement?  

 

The Registrar will email/ dispatch an Entitlement Letter, which will contain details of the Rights 

Entitlements of an Eligible Equity Shareholder, based on their shareholding as on the Record Date, along 

with the Abridged Letter of Offer and the Application Form to all Eligible Equity Shareholders who have 

provided their email addresses and those Eligible Equity Shareholders who have not provided their email 

addresses but have provided an Indian address to our Company, physical Entitlement Letter will be sent 

along with the Abridged Letter of Offer and the Application Form.  

 

Rights Entitlements shall be credited to the respective demat accounts of Eligible Equity Shareholders 

before the Issue Opening Date only in dematerialised form. Eligible Equity Shareholders can also obtain 

the details of their respective Rights Entitlements from the website of the Registrar i.e., 

www.beetalfinancial.com by entering their DP ID, Client ID or Folio Number (in case of Eligible Equity 

Shareholders holding Equity Shares in physical form as on the record date, i.e., Wednesday, July 10, 

2024 and PAN. The link for the same will also be available on the website of the company at 

www.surajindustries.org.  

 

If the Eligible Equity Shareholders holding Equity Shares in physical form as on Record Date, have not 

provided the details of their demat accounts to our Company or to the Registrar, they are required to 

provide their demat account details to our Company or the Registrar not later than Thursday, August 01, 

2024 i.e., two Working Days prior to the Issue Closing Date, to enable the credit of the Rights 

Entitlements by way of transfer from the demat suspense escrow account to their respective demat 

accounts by Friday, August 02, 2024 i.e., at least one day before the Issue Closing Date. If demat account 

details are not provided by the Eligible Equity Shareholders holding Equity Shares in physical form to 

the Registrar or our Company by the date mentioned above, such shareholders will not be allotted any 

Rights Equity Shares nor such Rights Equity Shares be kept in suspense account on behalf of such 

shareholder in this regard. Such Eligible Equity Shareholders are also requested to ensure that their demat 

account, details of which have been provided to our Company or the Registrar, is active to facilitate the 

aforementioned transfer. Such Eligible Equity Shareholders holding shares in physical form can update 

the details of their respective demat accounts on the website of the Registrar i.e., 

(www.beetalfinancial.com). Such Eligible Equity Shareholders can make an Application only after the 

Rights Entitlements are credited to their respective demat accounts. 

 

13. What are fractional entitlements? What will be the entitlement if a shareholder holds less than 7 

Equity shares?  

 

The Rights Equity Shares are being offered on a rights basis to Eligible Equity Shareholders in the ratio 

of 7:30 i.e. 7 (Seven) Equity Shares for every 30 (Thirty) Equity Share(s) held on the Record Date. For 

Rights Equity Shares being offered on a rights basis under the Issue, if the shareholding of any of the 

Eligible Equity Shareholders is less than 7 (Seven) Equity Share(s) or not in the multiple of 7 (Seven), 

the fractional entitlement of such Eligible Equity Shareholders shall be ignored in the computation of the 

Rights Entitlement. However, the Eligible Equity Shareholders whose fractional entitlements are being 

ignored as above will be given preferential consideration for the Allotment of one Additional Rights 

Equity Share each if they apply for Additional Rights Equity Shares over and above their Rights 

Entitlement.  

 

For example, if an Eligible Equity Shareholder holds 50 (Fifty) Equity Shares, such Shareholder will be 

entitled to 7 (Seven) Rights Equity Shares on a rights basis and will also be given preferential 
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consideration for the Allotment of one additional Rights Equity Share if the Shareholder has applied for 

additional Rights Equity Shares. 

Also, those Equity Shareholders holding less than 30 (Thirty) Equity Shares and therefore entitled to 

‘Zero’ Rights Equity Share under this Issue shall be dispatched an Application Form with ‘Zero’ 

entitlement. Such Eligible Equity Shareholders are entitled to apply for Additional Rights Equity Shares 

and would be given preference in the allotment of Additional Rights Equity Shares if such Equity 

Shareholders have applied for the Additional Rights Equity Shares. However, they cannot renounce the 

same to third parties. Application Forms with zero entitlement will be non-negotiable/non-renounceable. 

 

14. When will Credit of Rights Entitlements in the demat accounts happen?  

 

Pursuant to the provisions of the SEBI ICDR Regulations and the SEBI Circular 

SEBI/HO/CFD/DIL2/CIR/P/2020/13 dated January 22, 2020, the Rights Entitlements shall be credited 

in dematerialized form in respective demat accounts of the Eligible Equity Shareholders before the Issue 

Opening Date, our Company shall credit the Rights Entitlements to (i) the demat accounts of the Resident 

Eligible Equity Shareholders holding the Equity Shares in dematerialized form; and (ii) a demat suspense 

escrow account (namely, “SURAJ INDUSTRIES LIMITED RIGHTS ENTITLEMENT SUSPENSE 

ESCROW DEMAT ACCOUNT”) opened by our Company, for the Resident Eligible Equity 

Shareholders which would comprise Rights Entitlements relating to (a) Equity Shares held in a demat 

suspense account pursuant to Regulation 39 of the SEBI Listing Regulations; or (b) Equity Shares held 

in the account of IEPF authority; or (c) the demat accounts of the Resident Eligible Equity Shareholder 

which are frozen or details of which are unavailable with our Company or with the Registrar on the 

Record Date; or (d) Equity Shares held by Eligible Equity Shareholders holding Equity Shares in physical 

form as on Record Date where details of demat accounts are not provided by Eligible Equity Shareholders 

to our Company or Registrar; or (e) credit of the Rights Entitlements returned/reversed/failed; or (f) the 

ownership of the Equity Shares currently under dispute, including any court proceedings; or (g) Eligible 

Equity Shareholders who have not provided their Indian addresses. 

 

The Eligible Equity Shareholders can also obtain the details of their respective Rights Entitlements from 

the website of the Registrar (www.beetalfinancial.com) by entering their DP ID, Client ID / Folio No. 

(for Eligible Equity Shareholders who hold Equity Shares in physical form as on Record Date) and PAN. 

The link for the same shall also be available on the website of our Company (i.e., 

www.surajindustries.org). 

 

In this connection, our Company has made necessary arrangements with NSDL and CDSL for credit of 

the Rights Entitlements in dematerialized form in the demat accounts of the Eligible Equity Shareholders. 

A separate ISIN for the Rights Entitlements has also been generated which is INE170U20011. The said 

ISIN shall remain frozen (for debit) until the Issue Opening. The said ISIN shall be suspended for transfer 

by the Depositories post the Issue Closing Date.  

 

Additionally, our Company will submit the details of the total Rights Entitlements credited to the demat 

accounts of the Eligible Equity Shareholders and the Demat Suspense Account to the Stock Exchange 

after completing the corporate action. The details of the Rights Entitlements with respect to each Eligible 

Equity Shareholder can be accessed by such respective Eligible Equity Shareholders on the website of 

the Registrar (www.beetalfinancial.com) after keying in their respective details along with other security 

control measures implemented thereat. 

 

Further, if no Application is made by the Eligible Equity Shareholders of Rights Entitlements on or before 

Issue Closing Date, such Rights Entitlements shall lapse and shall be extinguished after the Issue Closing 

Date. No Rights Equity Shares for such lapsed Rights Entitlements will be credited, even if such Rights 

Entitlements were purchased from market and purchaser will lose the premium paid to acquire the Rights 

Entitlements. Persons who are credited the Rights Entitlements are required to make an Application to 

apply for Rights Equity Shares offered under the Issue for subscribing to the Rights Equity Shares offered 

under the Issue. 

 

Rights Entitlements shall be credited to the respective demat accounts of Eligible Equity Shareholders 

before the Issue Opening Date, therefore, the last date for credit of Right Entitlement is Tuesday, July 

16, 2024.  
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If the Eligible Equity Shareholders holding the Equity Shares in the physical form as on Record Date 

i.e., Wednesday, July 10, 2024 (“Physical Shareholders”) have not provided the details of their demat 

accounts to our Company or to the Registrar not later than two working days prior to the Issue Closing 

Date (i.e., Thursday, August 01, 2024 to enable the credit of their Rights Entitlements in their demat 

accounts at least one day before the Issue Closing Date i.e., Friday, August 02, 2024). 

 

15. What is the process for Renunciation of Rights Entitlements?  

 

The Eligible Equity Shareholders may renounce the Rights Entitlements, credited to their respective 

demat accounts, either in full or in part (a) by using the secondary market platform of the Stock 

Exchanges (“On Market Renunciation”); or (b) through an off-market transfer (“Off Market 

Renunciation”), during the Renunciation Period. The Investors should have the demat Rights 

Entitlements credited/lying in his/her own demat account prior to the renunciation. The trades through 

Market Renunciation and Off Market Renunciation will be settled by transferring the Rights Entitlements 

through the depository mechanism. 

 

Investors may be subject to adverse foreign, state, or local tax or legal consequences as a result of trading 

in the Rights Entitlements. Investors who intend to trade in the Rights Entitlements should consult their 

tax advisor or stock broker regarding any cost, applicable taxes, charges, and expenses (including 

brokerage) that may be levied for trading in Rights Entitlements. 

 

Please note that the Rights Entitlements which are neither renounced nor subscribed by the Investors on 

or before the Issue Closing Date shall lapse and shall be extinguished after the Issue Closing Date. 

 

Our Company accept no responsibility to bear or pay any cost, applicable taxes, charges, and expenses 

(including brokerage), and such costs will be incurred solely by the Investors. 

 

a) On Market Renunciation 

 

The Investors may renounce the Rights Entitlements, credited to their respective demat accounts by 

trading/selling them over the secondary market platform of the Stock Exchange through a registered 

stock broker in the same manner as the existing Equity Shares of the Company. 

 

In this regard, in terms of provisions of the SEBI ICDR Regulations and the SEBI Rights Issue 

Circulars, the Rights Entitlements credited to the respective demat accounts of the Eligible Equity 

Shareholders shall be admitted for trading on the Stock Exchange under ISIN subject to requisite 

approvals. The details for trading in Rights Entitlements will be as specified by the Stock Exchange 

from time to time. The Rights Entitlements are tradable in dematerialized form only. 

 

The On Market Renunciation shall take place only during the Renunciation Period for On Market 

Renunciation, i.e., Monday, July 22, 2024 to Tuesday, July 30, 2024 (both days inclusive). The 

Investors holding the Rights Entitlements who desire to sell their Rights Entitlements will have to 

do so through their registered stock brokers by quoting the ISIN and indicating the details of the 

Rights Entitlements they intend to sell. The Investors can place an order for sale of Rights 

Entitlements only to the extent of Rights Entitlements available in their demat account.  

 

The On Market Renunciation shall take place electronically on the secondary market platform of 

BSE under an automatic order matching mechanism and on ‘T+1 rolling settlement bases, where ‘T’ 

refers to the date of trading. The transactions will be settled on a trade-for-trade basis. Upon 

execution of the order, the stock broker will issue a contract note in accordance with the requirements 

of the Stock Exchange and the SEBI. 

 

b) Off Market Renunciation 

 

The Investors may renounce the Rights Entitlements, credited to their respective demat accounts by 

way of an off-market transfer through a depository participant. The Rights Entitlements can be 

transferred in dematerialized form only. Eligible Equity Shareholders are requested to ensure that 

renunciation through off-market transfer is completed in such a manner that the Rights Entitlements 

are credited to the demat account of the Renouncees on or prior to the Issue Closing Date. 

 



The Investors holding the Rights Entitlements who desire to transfer their Rights Entitlements will 

have to do so through their depository participant by issuing a delivery instruction slip quoting the 

ISIN, the details of the buyer and the details of the Rights Entitlements they intend to transfer. The 

buyer of the Rights Entitlements (unless already having given a standing receipt instruction) has to 

issue a receipt instruction slip to their depository participant. The Investors can transfer Rights 

Entitlements only to the extent of Rights Entitlements available in their demat account. 

 

The instructions for transfer of Rights Entitlements can be issued during the working hours of the 

depository participants. The detailed rules for transfer of Rights Entitlements through off-market 

transfer shall be as specified by the NSDL and CDSL from time to time. 

 

16. Whether any persons who are not existing shareholders of the issuer company as on the record 

date, can apply to the Rights Issue?  

 

Persons who are not existing shareholders of the Company as on the Record Date can buy the Rights 

Entitlements (REs) through On Market or Off Market Renunciation and apply in the Rights Issue up to 

the Rights Entitlements bought as well as the Additional Rights Equity Shares. 

 

17. What will happen if Rights Entitlements are purchased through On market renunciation / Off 

market renunciation, and no application is made for subscribing the shares / other securities 

offered under Rights Issue? 

 

In case Rights Entitlements are purchased through On Market Renunciation/ Off Market Renunciation, 

and no corresponding application is made for subscribing the shares/ other securities offered under Rights 

Issue, the Rights Entitlements purchased will lapse. 

 

18. What are the options available to the Eligible Equity Shareholders in the Rights Issue?  

 

along with the Application Form and would also be available on the website of the Registrar to the Issue 

at www.beetalfinancial.com and a link of the same would also be available on the website of our 

Company at (www.surajindustries.org). Respective Eligible Equity Shareholders can check their 

entitlement by keying their requisite details therein. The Eligible Equity Shareholders will have the 

option to: 

 

• Apply for his Rights Entitlement in full; 

• Apply for his Rights Entitlement in part (without renouncing the other part); 

• Apply for his Rights Entitlement in full and apply for additional Rights Equity Shares;  

• Apply for his Rights Entitlement in part and renounce the other part of the Rights Equity Shares,  

•  Renounce his Rights Entitlement in full. 

 

19. Can an application in the rights Issue be made using third-party bank account? 

 

Investors can make payments only using a bank account held in their own name. Please note that 

Applications made with payment using third-party bank accounts are liable to be rejected. 

 

20. Can a joint bank account be used to make applications on behalf of shareholders? 

 

A joint bank account can be used by the applicant provided they are joint holders in the Bank account.

24. Does the purchase of Rights Entitlement mean the purchaser will automatically get Rights Equity 

Shares? 

 

The purchaser/investor acquiring Rights Entitlement on the floor of the Stock Exchange or in the off-

market transaction will not automatically get Rights Equity Shares.
